At the MEPS,
applicants take the ASVAB
test, if they have not
already done so, and
receive medical exams to
determine if they are
qualified to enter the
service. STEP 3: Meet
with a service
representative. A service
classifier is a military
career information
specialist who helps
applicants select military
occupations. The classifier
will enter your ASVAB
scores into a computerized

reservation system. After
discussing job training
options with the classifier,
you would select an
occupation and schedule an
enlistment date. STEP 4:
Enlist in the Service. After
completing enlistment
processing, applicants who
select the immediate
enlistment option receive
their travel papers and
proceed to a military base
for training.
