New Procedures For Fog Delay:

Cecil County Public Schools has put
into practice a procedure for school
delays associated with fog. The
county will be divided into two parts
at the C&D Canal. If the area south
of the canal experiences weather that
is distinctively different than the
northern area, the process to deter-
mine the delay will be similar to a
snow event. If a delay or closing will
be used, the Public Information Of-
fice will communicate that message

to all students and staff that attend
or work in the effected area. House-
holds should expect a call between
5:30 a.m. and 6:00 a.m. if there is a
change in their
status. The message will state that
either the entire county is delayed or
that only the area north or south of
the canal is delayed. The informa-
tion will also be available on the Ce-
cil County Public Schools website and
on the television and radio stations
that normally CCPS inclement
weather information.
